WHEREAS, the Bad River Band of Lake Superior Tribe of Chippewa Indians (“Band”) is organized
under Section 16 of the Indian Reorganization Act of 1934, 25 U.5.C. Subsection 476,
and the Bad River Tribal Council is the governing body of the Band pursuant to the
Tribal Constitution; and

WHEREAS, the St. Croix Chippewa Indians of Wisconsin have negotiated a Memorandum of
Agreement with the Bad River Band to enter into a partnership concerning the
establishment of an off-reservation gaming facility in Beloit, Wisconsin; and,

WHEREAS, the Bad River and St. Croix Bands have a longstanding cultural and historical tie to
each other; and

WHEREAS, said agreement outlines the creation of a business entity charged with the operation of
the off-reservation Indian gaming facility in Beloit, Wisconsin known as the NIZHOO
AKIING; and .

WHEREAS, the MOA calls for the development of by-laws for the effective and efficient nperatmn
of the NIZHOO AKIING and such by-laws have been dﬂvetoped,

WHEREAS, the Bad River Tribal Council finds that it is in the best interest ﬂf the Band to approve
the by-laws of the NIZHOO AKIING as presented at attachment “A”.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Tribal Council hereby appmv:s the by-laws of
the NIZHOO AKIING as presented at attachment “A”.

By-Laws of the NIIZHOO AKIING

100.00 NIIZHOO AKIING

The Tribes hereby create the NIIZHOO AKIING which shall be the operational arm of the
Indian Gaming facility in Beloit, Wisconsin authorized by Tribes.

100.01 APPOINTMENT AND MEMBERSHIP

(1) Each respective Tribe through its Tribal Council shall appoint two (2) Members to
serve on the NIIZHOO AKIING. who shall serve at the pleasure of their respective
government. Appointees to the Niizhoo Akiing may be reappointed for as many terms as
their respective government may desire. Upon appointment,.each Tribe shall notify in
writing the other Tribe of the names of its Members.

(2)  Appointment of Members shall be absolute majority voted of the respective Tribal
Council. Removal of a Member shall require a 2/3 absolute majority vote of the
respective Tribal Council, with not less than 48 hours advance notice to the Member who
is the subject of the vote.

(3)  In their application for appointment, applicants for Members shall expressly state
their consent to the conduct of such background investigations as their respective Tribal
Council may deem necessary, including but not limited to the checks necessary to
determine criminal background, and shall be required to submit fingerprints and such
other information as may be necessary to facilitate such checks.

(4)  Each initial Member and alternate shall be appointed by their respective Tribe no
later than the date of the commencement of their terms as set forth in Section 100.02
below.

(5) At least thirty (30) days prior to the expiration of the initial term or any
subsequent two year term, each Tribe shall appoint or reappoint a Member to the
NIIZHOO AKIING serve for the next term in the same manner as described in paragraph
(1) above.

100.02 TERM

(1)  Except as provided in Section 100.02(1)(a) below, the Members or alternates shall
serve for two year terms, subject to renewal and early retirement, termination or
replacement as provided herein. Said terms shaft begin with the date that the property is
approved by the Secretary of Interior to be placed into trust for the benefit of the Tribes.
