DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT
 IT IS HEREBY AGREED by and between the City of Beloit, a Wisconsin municip:

corporation (hereinafter “City”); the iBad River Band of Lake Superior Chippewa Indians ¢
Wisconsin (hereinafter “Bad River Tribe”), a federally -recognized tribe of Indians whos
reservation is:. located within the State of Wisconsin; the. St. Croix Chippewa Indians o
Wisconsin (hereinafter "St. Croix Tribe”), a féderélly recognized tribe of Indians whos
mServatioﬁ is located within the State of Wisconsin (collectively “the Tribes™); and Rock Valley
Business Park, Inc., (hereinaﬁer “Developer”) as follows:

WHEREAS, the Tribes have identified land, not to er;cécd 26 acres, in the City of Beloit
Rock County, Wisconsin, which will be located within the b i described or
Exhibit A (legal description aﬁd map) where the Tribes intend to conduct Class III gaming, in 2
permanent casino facility constructed for such purposes; and

WHEREAS, the Tribes must apply to the United States Department of Interior to place
the lands where gaming will occur into federal trust pursuant to 25 USC § 2719(b) in order to
conduct a permanent casino facility ther;aon; and

WHEREAS, approval of the Secretary of the Interior, State of Wisconsin and local
governments, including the City, is needed in order for the land to-be placed in trust; and

WHEREAS, the Tribes and the Developer have entered into this agreement for the
purpose of inducing the City to approve the placing of land, not to exceed 26 acres, in trust for
the operation of a proposed gaming facility.

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties agrec as follows:

12 Developer agrees that in the event that land, not to exceed 26 acres, is piaccd into

trust and the proposed gaming facility is approved by all entities having approval authority,
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
